COURSE DESCRIPTION 
Students are required to complete the Intro to Art course prior to taking the Drawing and 
Painting course with a minimum of an 84% in the Intro to Art course. 
The Drawing and Painting course will expose the Art student to advanced skills and 
techniques of two dimensional art forms. The student will work with a variety of 
materials and mediums using the elements and principles of Art.
